INDIAN TECHNICAL & ECONOMIC COOPERATION (ITEC)


Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation (ITEC) programme was launched in 1964 as a bilateral programme of assistance of the Government of India.  Under ITEC and its corollary SCAAP (Special Commonwealth Assistance for Africa Programme), 156 countries are invited to share in the Indian Development experience.  India spends about Rs.500 million annually on ITEC activities.  
ITEC is about cooperation and partnership for mutual benefit.  India possesses skills of manpower and technology and since the inception of ITEC in 1964, it has provided over US$2 billion worth of technical assistance to developing countries under this programme.

ITEC has five components : (1) Training in India of nominees of ITEC Partner countries; (2) Projects and project related activities such as feasibility studies and consultancy services; (3) Deputation of Indian experts abroad; (4) Study Tours; and (5) Aid for Disaster Relief (ADR).


Training programme under the ITEC has been the most successful cooperation programme and it constitutes about 40 per cent of annual ITEC programme budget.  For the current financial year(2005-06), Government of India has identified 45 institutions which will conduct more than 200 training courses.  It is expected that more than 3400 foreign trainees will attend these courses this year.  

The Civilian training courses include subjects such as Information Technology, Parliamentary studies, Accounts & Finance, Mass Communications, Bank Management, Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Small Business Development, Water Resources, etc. etc.  GOI bears the entire expenditure for ITEC/SCAAP trainings in India, which include airfare, tuition fee, living allowances, medical expenses, book grants and extra baggage allowance.

The Military training is provided to nominees from selected number of countries and it covers a number of fields such as Security and Strategic Studies, Defence Management, etc.etc.  This training is covered under different programmes, i.e., (i) entire cost met by the GOI, (ii) cost of international travel is met by the beneficiary country.  There is also provision for training under the Self-Financing and Reciprocal Schemes.

Under ITEC, Project assistance like training has been financed across Asia, Africa, Latin America and in the Central Asian Republics.  India assists developing countries to establish useful infrastructural facilities with technological means and skills appropriate to their resources and needs.  The major focus of project assistance is agriculture.  ITEC also carries out feasibility studies and consultancy services on request.  With ITEC support, several Indian Public Sector Undertakings (PSUs) have established themselves in developing countries.

Under ITEC, Indian experts are deputed to countries on request to assist in developmental activities in the fields of Creative Arts, Military Training, Information Technology, Audit, Telecommunications, Radiology, Agricultural Research, etc.


Study tours in India are undertaken at the specific requests of ITEC beneficiary countries.


India also provides aid for disaster relief.  Under this programme, India supplied rice to Cambodia and DPRK, woolen blankets to Algeria, Chemicals to Indonesia and Medicines to Bosnia & Herzegovina, Mongolia, Laos, Vietnam, Surinam, Central American Countries, etc.
